TO WHOM IT MAY CONCERN, and particularly to the eligible electors of the North Meridian Metropolitan District of Douglas County, Colorado.

PUBLIC NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that a special consolidation election is to be held on Tuesday, the 2nd day of November, 2021, and that said election shall be conducted by mail ballot.  Accordingly, ballots will be distributed by U.S. Mail not earlier than October 11, 2021, and not later than October 18, 2021 to eligible electors of the District entitled to vote in the election.  The purpose of the election is to submit to the eligible electors of the District referenced above, certain ballot issues and ballot questions concerning taxes, debt, revenue, and spending summarized below, as applied to the District.
