The estimated mill levy projection for the first fiscal year after organization is 10 mills for operations and maintenance and 50 mills for debt service.
The estimated fiscal year spending for the Districts for the first year following organization is $100,000 for operations and approximately $6,900,000 in projected capital expenditures.
