TO WHOM IT MAY CONCERN, and particularly to the eligible electors of the (proposed) The Yard Metropolitan District of the City of Lone Tree, Douglas County, Colorado.

PUBLIC NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that an organizational election is to be held on Tuesday, the 8th day of November, 2016, and that said election shall be conducted by mail ballot.  Accordingly, ballots will be distributed by U.S. Mail not earlier than October 17, 2016, and not later than October 24, 2016, to eligible electors of the District entitled to vote in the election. NOTICE IS FURTHER GIVEN that the estimated operating and debt service mill levies for the first year following the organization of the District is a total of 50.000 mills for the District. The estimated fiscal year spending for the first year following the organization of the District is $100,000.00 for the District. The proposed District consists of approximately 14.378 acres of land generally bounded by Colorado State Highway 470 to the north, S. Yosemite Street to the east, Park Meadows Drive to the south and Acres Green Drive to the west, in the City of Lone Tree, Douglas County, Colorado.
